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      Checklist
1. When you heard the warning, did you:

· Make sure you are in the Zone(s) affected?

· Bring all family members and household pets indoors?

· Close all exterior windows and doors?

· Turn off all ventilation, heating and air conditioning?

2.  Gather your supplies:

· Your SIP Kit

· Any other items you might need:

· Medications.

· Additional food & water.

· Blankets/pillows.

· Children’s games/toys (You could be sheltered for up to three hours).

3. Go to your designated shelter room:

· Quickly inventory your SIP kit.

· Separate the pre-cut/labeled plastic sheets, duct tape, and scissors.

· Plug your radio into the electrical outlet.

· Begin sealing your shelter room.

· Tear off a small (2” long) piece of duct tape.

· Unfold or unroll the piece labeled window or door (or both).

· Center the plastic over the door (or window); make sure it touches the floor (for the door piece) or bottom of frame (for window).

· Use the small piece of duct tape to secure the plastic in place (at the center top of the plastic).  This will make it easier to tape and seal the entire piece.

· Seal the entire plastic piece to the wall (and or frame) using duct tape.  If you cannot tear the tape, use the supplied scissors.

· After all large openings (doors/windows) have been sealed;

· Seal any ducts (there should be labeled plastic for these).

· Seal around any plumbing pipes (at the pipe/wall or floor junction) that are exposed. Check inside cabinets for additional pipes.

· Seal over electrical outlets (seal around the radio cord)

· If there are gaps around the bathtub/shower, seal them with tape also.

4. Tune your radio to your EAS station (KCCY 96.9 FM):

· You will get updates to the situation.

· Follow all instructions.

· Listen carefully to Terminate Shelter-In-Place (TSIP) Instructions.

· See TSIP instruction sheet for explanation of the TSIP actions and terms.
