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TSIP (Terminate Shelter-In-Place) is the process of leaving a shelter after a SIP (Shelter-In-Place) action.

Recommendations to evacuate or shelter-in-place are given to the public based on the best available information.  Failing to fully follow recommendations could expose you and your family to unnecessary risk.

TSIP recommendations could vary greatly from one location to another.  TSIP instructions will most likely include not only the major planning zone (Southeast 1, or East 1 as examples), but also a sub-zone (such as Southwest 1, {B}).  

Emergency recommendations (evacuate, SIP) will be based on what is possible.  If you are asked to SIP, you will later be asked to TSIP (exit shelter).  Your zone or area may or may not have been affected by a chemical accident.  Your TSIP instructions will be appropriate for your location.

Examples of likely TSIP instructions:
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Ventilate, stay indoors.

· Exit your shelter room. 
· Open windows and doors.  

· Turn on the heating or cooling system.

· Stay in your home.
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Ventilate, go outdoors.

· Exit your shelter.

· Open windows and doors. 

·  Turn on the heating/air-conditioning.

· Go outside.
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3. Ventilate and evacuate.

· Exit shelter.
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· Evacuate using the recommended route (if given).

· Fix the “Evacuated” sign to an exterior door that is visible from the road or driveway

· This will save time for emergency workers, they will better be able to help people who may not be able to evacuate themselves.

· Take the TSIP evacuation card with you.  Fill it out and place it on your dashboard.

· This will make it easier to direct you once you have left the area.  You may need to be checked by medical personnel.

4. Immediately Evacuate

· Exit your shelter room

· Fix the “Evacuated” sign to an exterior door that is visible from the road or driveway

· This will save time for emergency workers, they will better be able to help people who may not be able to evacuate themselves.

· Evacuate using the recommended route (if given).

· Take the TSIP evacuation card with you.  Fill it out and place it on your dashboard.
